What is Curriculum Mapping?

Curriculum is the courses or subjects offered by an educational institution.

 Mapping is a workflow diagram, showing a clearer understanding of the process of curriculum as explained above. It is a facilitated approach.
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Curriculum mapping is simply the procedure for collecting and documenting what will be taught in the classroom. It is linked to the school’s calendar. It shows the instructions that will be done monthly.

A Curriculum map usually has;-

Goals: The core or state standards.

Methods: This is the specific instructional method/ differentiated instructions.

Assessment: Methods of measuring students’ progress and reasoning.

· Curriculum mapping takes place within a grade level (same grade) and between grade levels (different grades). 

· Our curriculum mapping ensures that the “same concept” is taught at the “same time” within a grade level.
· This leads to better collaboration between teachers in other grades. Teachers will know what students have learned previously.

· Teachers can then build on prior knowledge, since they have identified what the students are learning or have learned.
What is the difference between curriculum mapping and lesson plan? 
A lesson plan describes in detail, “what” and “how” a teacher intends to teach on a day to day basis.  The teacher shows the sequence of activities, Student grouping/ differentiated instruction and the resources used. On the other hand, a curriculum mapping is a process for recording “what” content and skills are actually taught in the classroom or school, during a longer period of time. The data in a curriculum mapping provides an overview, rather than a daily classroom perspective. It is what is actually happening over the course of the school year.
