Developing Math Number Sense:
Number sense refers to a child’s general sense of what numbers mean, including the ability  to use numbers to solve problems. Number sense helps a child develop an understanding of number relationships.  Number sense is more than computation and number recognition and it essential for higher level thinking. Everyday life oppportunites can provide important experiences for children to develop number sense and to become “math thinkers.”  
Researchers consider number sense to be of prime importance for children in early elementary education. The National Council of Teachers of Mathematics(NCTM),  and the Common Core States Initiative  have made number sense a focus area of pre-K through 8th grade mathematics education. 
Some ways to explore number sense at home:
Guess My Number

· Write or think of a number your child must guess. Have your child guess a number, say between 0 and 20. If the guess is not correct, say "higher" or "lower" until the guess is correct. Then, switch roles with your child
Skip Count

· Count with your child by 2's, 5's, and 10's. Challenge your child to count by tens in patterns, such as 4, 14, 24, 34, etc

Estimate

· Ask your child questions such as, "How many potatoes are in the bag?" or "How many grapes are in the bunch?" Challenge each other to guess how many pretzels in a bag or how many raisins in a box. After shopping for groceries, have your child guess how many objects are in the bag

Encourage Guessing

· Have your child guess amounts after looking quickly at a set of objects. For example, put a handful of jelly beans into a cup and ask your child to guess the number, then count them out.
